Freelance Drama Facilitators & Dramatherapists
Icon Theatre is seeking to create a 'bank' of freelance drama facilitators and qualified dramatherapists who we can contact to deliver community projects, workshops and education sessions in Medway (northeast Kent).

Icon Theatre's Education and Community programme aims to transform the lives of disadvantaged communities, families and young people through the performing arts, and we work with some of the most excluded and hard-to-reach young people in the area. 
We have an expanding programme of workshops and activities, and regularly need freelance facilitators with good experience of working with disadvantaged or hard-to-reach young people and communities.

Please note the majority of these roles are project based and therefore not ongoing, and can often involve evening and weekend work.
Fees

Fees for each role are dependant on the type and nature of the activity and will vary from one project to the next.  However typically we would expect to pay between £150- £200 per day for a short project (eg 1 or 2 days) and slightly less per session for a longer term project (eg 1 evening a week for 12 weeks).

If selected, all potential freelance facilitators will be required to attend an informal workshop at the Brook Theatre, Chatham, on Weds 27 April at 2.00pm.  A further one-to-one meeting with each candidate will be scheduled as convenient. 

All candidates will need to hold clear enhanced CRBs.
Please note, the creation of this freelancer 'bank' is in addition to our recently advertised post of Education and Outreach Worker.  Candidates are welcome to apply for both and this will not prejudice either application.

Volunteers
We are also interested in hearing from volunteers who wish to gain experience in this area and would be interested in assisting a lead facilitator in delivering sessions.  To support our volunteers we are happy to provide CRB checks and will provide as much training and mentoring as possible during your time with us.  Please mention if you are specifically interested in volunteering in your cover letter.
